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Thank you for choosing Dr. Marcelo Hochman and The Facial Surgery Center.  We feel confident that you have made a great decision.
1. Prior to your procedure:
a. The first step is to set up your procedure date!  At this time a 10% scheduling fee is needed in order to hold the date.
b. You will need to schedule a pre operative appointment with Dr. Hochman.  At that time he will finalize a treatment plan with you and review your procedure in detail. This is a good time to purchase your Healing Supplements.
c. You will receive a pre operative packet.  This contains your instructions.  It is important that you read this information and understand its content.
2. Four weeks prior to your procedure:
a. If you smoke, you must quit now or your procedure will be cancelled.
3. One to two weeks prior to your procedure:
a. You need to stop aspirin and any blood thinners including large doses of vitamin C & E, any herbal supplements or products listed in your pre-operative packet
b. You should order the Aquacool machine if you plan on using it
c.  You will receive a call from our office.  During that call we will accomplish several things:
i. We will verify that you have read your instructions and answer your questions.
ii. At this time we need to know if we will be dispensing your medications or you will purchase on your own. 
iii.  We will give you an exact time to check in, quite often this is a little different from the originally scheduled time, we do make adjustments as the surgery day nears.  
iv. We will collect your remaining balance.  
4. Four Days prior to your procedure:
a. Begin taking the healing supplements, if you have chosen to do so.
b. Please do not color your hair from this point on.
5. Day of Surgery has finally arrived:
a. Please take critical morning medicines (before surgery)
b. Bring any prescribed medicines with you. (If we are dispensing we will have them ready for you.)
c. Anesthesia Patients (with IV medicine, anesthesiologist):  
i. Eat nothing after midnight the night before (except morning medicines with a sip of water)
ii. Remember you will have to bring separate payment for your Anesthesiologist.  
d. Local Patients (No IV):
i. Please be sure to Eat before your procedure!



6. Day after Surgery:
a. You may have a Post Operative appointment; if not you must shower and wash surgical area with soap as normal
7. Four Days after your procedure:
a. You can finish taking healing supplements and resume aspirin or other blood thinning medication
8. One Week after your procedure:
a. Be sure to return Aquacool machine (if you rented it) with pre-addressed label.
b. Jaw Bra can now be worn as convenient.
c. You will return for suture removal if required
d. You should be able to resume most light activities
9. Two to Three Weeks after your procedure:
a. Finish wearing Jaw Bra.
b. Resume normal activities
c. Majority of bruising and swelling will resolve.
d. You may begin coloring your hair again
10. Four to Six Weeks after your procedure:
a. Return for a Post Operative appointment
b. If you have not met with LeAnne, our Aesthetician, you will do so at this time
